Group project: You must complete a business survey project.

        

Since everyone must complete the project, we will review some of the details.

 

1. You have already formed into groups.  Make sure that everyone contributes.  Generally, there may be someone who will not make a significant contribution and will let their group carry them through.  You will have an opportunity to evaluate your group members at the end of the term individually and anonymously to the other members.  I never second-guess these evaluations.  In other words, it is possible, but improbable, that you could do all the work in your group and they could get together and say you did nothing.  I will not contradict the group consensus. 
 

2. You need to submit a prospectus.  The ‘research prospectus’ is essentially a document of intent.  First find a client and then ID a problem to be researched.  For the purpose of this assignment, you are to gain experience with all elements of the research process.  In other words, you will need a project that requires the gathering of both secondary and primary data and the analysis of that data. The prospectus contains the following:
